Entry form changes, additions, corrections and cancellations MUST be received in writing
prior to the September 10 closing date, be legible and include the AKC number, or no refund will be is-
sued. No telephone changes accepted. Email changes are welcomed. No refunds for duplicate entries
or entry form errors. Should a trial reach entry limits, an alternate list will be kept.

Entries not on official herding entry forms, or photocopies of entry forms, without the Release Form on
the reverse side of the entry form are not acceptable. No entry shall be accepted which specifies any
condition as to its acceptance. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by a judge, or
barred from the competition by actions of the Test/Trial Committee. Refunds of entries pulled after clos-
ing date without a veterinarian note will be 70% of entry fee as long as an alternate runs: if no alternate
runs, no refund will be given. Entry fees will not be refunded if the test/trial cannot open or be completed
by reason of riot, civil disturbance, fire or Act of God, public emergency, act of public enemy, strike or
any other cause beyond the control of the club.

A dog may be entered in a sheep Trial class and a Test class each day. However, either the Test or Trial
entry should be designated the priority entry on the entry form, should the entry limits be reached. The
other entries will be then taken as alternates. Bitches in season will run last in the Tests and in catalog
order in the Trials.

For Exhibition Only entries will be accepted if entry limits are not reached. FEO entries will be $25
each. Scores will not be recorded and will not count toward AKC herding titles

B course duck
classes will be in a large perimeter-fenced field.

If there are Alternate entries, all alternates must report to the Trial Secretary before the start of the day’s
classes. If you do not, your spot may be given to an alternate in an earlier class.
